Newman School caters for young people
with SEND from ages 2 to 19 in the
Rotherham area. We work with lots of
other fantastic local providers to make
sure each of our pupils achieve their
potential. All Newman schools continue

to have a higher than national average
number of children on the SEN register as
(national 15.8%) Due to all students having
an EHCP.

At Newman school as seen in the chair, a
33% of our students are on the Autistic
spectrum.

At Newman Schools boys make up the majority the SEND register with 58.33%
of pupils, 41.66% are female on the SEND register. Newman (56.5%) has a

national higher figure (23.8%) for pupil premium. female male
